PRIVACY POLICY

We take your privacy very seriously. Please read this privacy policy carefully as it contains
important information on who we are, how and why we collect, store, use, and share your
personal information.

5. Promotional Communications. We may use your personal information to send you updates

We have a legitimate interest in processing your personal information for promotional
purposes (see above “How and why we use your personal information”). This means we do
not usually need your consent to send you promotional communications. However, where
consent is needed, we will ask for this consent separately and clearly.

We will always treat your personal information with the utmost respect and never sell OR
share it with other organizations outside the for marketing purposes.

You have the right to opt out of receiving promotional communications at any time by:
e Contacting us at contact details for marketing opt-out;
e Using the “unsubscribe” link in emails or “STOP” number in texts; or
e updating your marketing preferences by sending us an email that wish to do so.

We may ask you to confirm or update your marketing preferences if you instruct us to
provide further products in the future, or if there are changes in the law, regulation, or the
structure of our business.

9. How Long Your Personal Information Will Be Kept. We will keep your personal
information while you have an account with us or while we are providing products to you.
Thereafter, we will keep your personal information for as long as is necessary:

e Torespond to any questions, complaints or claims made by you or on your behalf;
e To show that we treated you fairly; or

e To keep records required by law.

We will not retain your personal information for longer than necessary for the purposes set
out in this policy. Different retention periods apply for different types of personal

When it is no longer necessary to retain your personal information, we will delete or
anonymize it.

Transferring Your Personal Information Out of the EEA. To deliver services to you, it is
sometimes necessary for us to share your personal information outside the European
Economic Area (EEA), e.g.:

Complete the transaction for which
the personal information was
collected, fulfill the terms of a written
warranty or product recall conducted
in accordance with federal law,
provide a good or service requested by
you, or reasonably anticipated within
the context of our ongoing business
relationship with you, or otherwise
perform a contract between you and
us;

Detect security incidents, protect
against malicious, deceptive,
fraudulent, or illegal activity; or
prosecute those responsible for that
activity;

Debug to identify and repair errors
that impair existing intended
functionality;

Exercise free speech, ensure the right
of another consumer to exercise his or
her right of free speech, or exercise
another right provided for by law;

Comply with the California Electronic
Communications Privacy Act;

Engage in public or peer-reviewed
scientific, historical, or statistical
research in the public interest that
adheres to all other applicable ethics
and privacy laws, when our deletion
of the information is likely to render
impossible or seriously impair the
achievement of such research,
provided we have obtained your
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informed consent;

e Enable solely internal uses that are
reasonably aligned with your
expectations based on your
relationship with us;

o Comply with an existing legal
obligation; or

e Otherwise use your personal
information, internally, in a lawful
manner that is compatible with the
context in which you provided the
information.

Protection Against Discrimination You have the right to not be discriminated
against by us because you exercised any of
your rights under the CCPA. This means we
cannot, among other things:

e Deny goods or services to you;

e Charge different prices or rates for
goods or services, including through
the use of discounts or other benefits
or imposing penalties;

e Provide a different level or quality of
goods or services to you; or

e Suggest that you will receive a
different price or rate for goods or
services or a different level or quality
of goods or services.

Please note that we may charge a different
price or rate or provide a different level or
quality of [goods and/or services] to you, if
that difference is reasonably related to the
value provided to our business by your
personal information.
